2. Using supplied hardware and Allen wrench, center light and tighten. See Photo 2.
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3. Locate an appropriate location in the vehicle for the switch mounting.
4. Route the wiring harness to the mounting location. Do nof
secure at this time. The wiring will be zip-tied after the
lights are installed and adjusted to ensure the wiring can
reach the lights. Beware of sharp edges, abrasive sur- g

5. After the light is mounted, the wiring harness simply plugs &
into the light pigtail.

7. Secure the black terminal to a suitable ground, or the
Negative (-) side of the battery. Some lights have multiple
positive and negative wires.

8. Secure any part of the wiring harness away from hazards
using zip-ties.

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NOTE: It may be necessary to removefrelocate the front license plate and license plate bracket. It is not required for in-

stallation but strongly recommended. If local/state law requires a license plate, license plate relocation kit is available.

9. Startinstallation at the driver side, front of the vehicle. Remove the driver side tow hook. See Photo 4.

10. Select the driver side Frame Bracket. Check the fit between the tow hook and the Bracket for reinstallation over the
Bracket. NOTE: Some factory tow hooks may not clear the Bracket and cannot be reinstalled. Check for fit before
bolting tow hook and Bracket in place. See Photo 5.
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Remove (2) factory hex bolts to remove tow hook Driver/left Frame Mounting Bracket

11. Bolt the Bracket to the underside of the frame channel reusing the factory tow hook bolts, either with or without the
tow hook. Do not fully tighten hardware at this time. See Photo 6.
12. Repeat Steps 2—4 for passenger side Frame Mounting Bracket installation.

13. Carefully unwrap the Bull Bar. Select (1) Bull Bar Mounting Bracket, Bolt the Bracket to the end of the Bull Bar with
(2) 8mm Hex Bolts, (2) 8mm Lock Washers and (2) 8mm Flat Washers. Leave hardware loose at this time.
14. Repeat previous steps to install the passenger side Mounting Bracket. See Photos 7 & 8.

15. With assistance, line up the Mounting Brackets on the Bull Bar with the outside of the Frame Brackets. Bolt the Bull
Bar to the Frame Brackets with the included (4) 12mm x 30mm Hex Bolts, (8) 12mm Flat Washers and (4) 12mm
Nylon Lock Nuts. Do not tighten hardware at this time. See Photo 9.

16. Level and adjust the Bull Bar properly and tighten all hardware.

Do periodic inspections to the installation to make sure that all hardware is secure and tight.

To protect your investment, wax this product after installing. Regular waxing is recommended to add a protective layer
over the finish. Do not use any type of polish or wax that may contain abrasives that could damage the finish.

For stainless steel: Aluminum polish may be used to polish small scratches and scuffs on the finish. Mild soap may be
used also to clean the Bull Bar.

For gloss black finishes: Mild soap may be used to clean the Bull Bar.
