1. Loosen the rearmost bolt of the tow hook bracket about 1/4” only and the front bolt all the way using a 15mm socket.
The back bolt is left in to hold the nut plate in place. Slide the factory tow ring backwards off the rear bolt. Some
trucks have a filler panel installed to the tow ring, this can be discarded or reinstalled.

2. Install the new bracket using the removed hardware. You may have to rotate the back bolt to get the nut plate to line
up for the front bolt. Torque to 45ft-Ibs. Hang shackle / D-ring of choice.

Remove tow ring hardware.

Install tow hook bracket and shackle.
