10. With the 10mm socket wrench,
attach the negative ring terminal
of the harness to the ground post
from step 5. Turn on the light,
adjust the Linkable hardware and
tighten.

Alternate harness routing:

1. If the installer has tools for
removing the Weather Pack
connector, the harness can be
routed inside the passenger side
frame tube. The opening is
arrowed on the right.

2. The exit is on the passenger side
cage tube adjacent to the front
crossmember.

3. Plug location A is ground (-), B is
power (+) on the connector.

Re-torque all the fasteners after 100 miles.
