INSTALLATION PREPARATION:

Before beginning the installation process, measure the hub to fender heights for your vehicle and record them in the “Before” section.
After your vehicle has been modified, record the new measurements in the, “After” section. This way, you can compare the resulting
height to the original. When taking the measurements, measure vertically from the center of the wheel to the inner edge of the fender.

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JACKING, SUPPORTING, AND PREPARING THE VEHICLE

1.

Park your vehicle on a smooth, level, concrete or seasoned asphalt surface.

2. Block the rear wheels of the vehicle using wheel chocks. Make sure the vehicle’s transmission is in “PARK” (automatic) or 1st
gear (manual).
3. Activate the parking brake.
4. Loosen, but do not remove, the front wheel lug nuts.
5. Lift the front of the vehicle off the ground using a properly rated floor jack. Lift the vehicle so the front tires are approximately 6-8
inches off the ground.
6. Place support stands rated for the vehicles weight. The stands should be positioned in the factory specified locations. (Refer
to owners manual). Prior to lowering the vehicle onto stands, make sure the support stands will contact the chassis. It is very
important that the vehicle is properly supported to prevent any harm to ones self or to the vehicle.
7. Lower the vehicle slowly onto the stands.

9. Using a marking pen, mark all four alignment cams to reference placement later. Use a 24mm wrench to loosen and remove the
four lower control arm bolts.

11. Remove the bottom OE strut fork bolt using both a 21mm and a 24mm wrench.

13. Using a panel popping tool, unclip the harness clip front the top mount studs.

14. Remove the three upper strut nuts using a 15mm wrench.

15. Once all of the nuts have been unbolted, remove the strut from the chassis.

STRUT DISASSEMBLY

16. Mount the entire spring/strut assembly in the fixture. To ease the installation of the new strut, mark the position of the top mount
in relationship to the upper spring isolator and strut body.

17. Compress the spring until tension is relieved from the strut.
18. Remove top nut and mount. You will use the mount with your new Belltech strut later.

19. Remove the strut from the compressed spring fixture.

20. Remove the bump stop if stuck in dust boot.
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BELLTECH STRUT ASSEMBLY

21. The strut is delivered as shown below. Remove the Nylock nut from the top of the Belltech strut to proceed.
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22. Using the tables below as reference, add the needed height adjusting rings to reach the desired height. Remember, if a half inch
lowering increment is desired, please add an additional 8mm ring from the next lowest increment shown on the table below.

23. Install the spring perch onto the strut. Do not install the spring perch upside down.
24. Slide the vent disk first then the required packers onto the strut rod.

25. With the OEM spring still compressed, slide the strut back into the OEM spring and install Belltech bump stop on the strut rod.
26. Complete the assembly using the OEM spring isolator, top mount, and supplied Nylock nut. Torque the nut to OEM specs.

27. Align the top mount with the spring using the original marking you made.
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STRUT INSTALLATION

28. Install the new assembly in reverse order of disassembly. Use the supplied nuts and bolts for the bottom of your new Belltech strut
or the OEM nuts and bolts if none where included. Torque to specs with the weight of the vehicle on the suspension.

29. Using a 15mm wrench, Install the top mount into the chassis and secure using the OE nuts. Torque to 52 ft. Ibs.
30. Re-clip the harness clip.
31. Raise the lower control arm back into place towards the strut.

32. Using a 21mm and a 24mm wrench, reattach the new Belltech strut with OE strut fork blot. Torque to 124 ft. Ibs

33. Use an 18mm socket to reattach the sway bar end link. Torque to 69 ft. Ibs.

34. Position the lower control arm to the frame and use a 24mm wrench to reattach the lower control arm bolts.

35. Re-install all four alignment cams by referencing the original marks you made with the marking pen. Tighten the cams and control
arm nuts with the full weight of the vehicle on the suspension or with the vehicle on the ground. Torque to 74 ft. Ibs. + 145° turn.
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36. Re-install the wheels and tighten the lug nuts.

37. Lift the vehicle and remove the support stands.
38. Carefully lower the vehicle onto the flat ground.

39. Torque the lug nuts to manufacturer’s specifications.
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40. Check that all components and fasteners have been properly installed and torqued.

41. Re-read and perform all tasks in the “Before Driving Your Vehicle” section of page 1 of your instructions.
