STOCK SUSPENSION REMOVAL
1. Remove bolt holding brake line to tab. (Figs. 3 & 4)

2. Remove wheel speed sensor cable clip from tab. Release the clip by squeezing the 
tabs with pliers. (Figs. 5 & 6)

Installing the Air Suspension

PREPARING THE VEHICLE
1. Elevate and support the vehicle with a hoist or safety stands.

2. Remove the front wheel and support the lower control arm with a jack. (Fig. 2)
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3. Remove the two lower strut bolts and separate the strut from the knuckle (Fig. 7).

Remember which bolt you remove from which position because it will be noted 
later.

4. Remove the upper and lower sway bar link bolts (Fig. 8)

5. Remove the nuts from the upper mount in the engine compartment and remove the 
strut from the vehicle. (Fig. 9)

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INSTALLING THE KIT COMPONENTS
1.  Begin by installing the leader line into the air spring. Apply thread sealant to the 

threads of the leader line. Tighten the appropriate fitting to the air line (1 3/4 turns 
beyond hand-tight). Tighten the leader line into the air spring 1 3/4 turns beyond 
hand-tight. (Fig. 10) 

2.  Attach the strut to the chassis by bolting the camber plate to the strut tower. Tighten 
the nuts to 20Nm (15 lb.-ft.) for 2021 or 32Nm (23.6 lb.-ft.) for 2022. (Fig. 11)

3. Attach the strut to the knuckle by sliding the lower mount over the knuckle and 
inserting the bolts into the lower mount. Be sure that the cam bolt goes in the top 
hole of the lower mount. Install the nuts and torque to 155Nm (115 lb.-ft.) (Fig. 12).

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4. Attach the wheel speed sensor bracket to the strut using the included M8 bolt (Figs. 13 
& 14). Torque to 24Nm (18 lb.-ft.).

5. Insert the wheel speed sensor clip into the tab on the strut. (Fig. 14)

6. Bolt the brake line to the tab on the strut and torque to 33Nm (24 lb.-ft.). (Fig. 15)

7. Install the included end links and torque nuts to 60Nm (44 lb.-ft.). (Fig. 15)

1. Fully compress the suspension using a jack. With the suspension compressed, 
review the best routing for the leader line that is clear of all suspension and steering 
components. 

2. Routing should allow for the suspension to extend and steer without kinking, pulling 
the line tight, or rubbing on other components. Following the brake line routing is 
often a good place to start. Check clearances to all other components.

MAKE SURE THE FRONT WHEELS ARE STRAIGHT WHEN DEFLATING AND 
REINFLATING AIR BAGS. 

CHECK FOR BINDING
1. Inflate and deflate the system (do not exceed 125 PSI [8.6BAR]) to check for 

clearance or binding issues. With the air springs deflated, check clearances on 
everything so as not to pinch brake lines, vent tubes, etc. Clear lines if necessary.

2. Inflate the air springs to 75-90 PSI (5.2-6.2BAR) and check all connections for leaks.

 Clearance — Inflate the air springs to 75-90 PSI (5.2-6.2BAR) and make sure there 
is at least 1/2” (13mm) clearance from anything that might rub against the air spring. 
This should be checked with the air spring fully inflated and fully deflated.

 Leak — Inflate the air springs to 75-90 PSI (5.2-6.2BAR) and check all connections 
for leaks. All leaks must be eliminated before the vehicle is road tested.

 Heat — Be sure there is sufficient clearance from heat sources, at least 6" (152mm) 
from air springs and air lines. If a heat shield was included in the kit, install it. If there 
is no heat shield, but one is required, call Air Lift customer service at (800) 248-0892.

 Fastener — Recheck all bolts for proper torque.

 Road — Inflate the air springs to recommended driving pressures (Table 2). Drive the 
vehicle 10 miles (16km) and recheck for clearance, loose fasteners and air leaks.

 Operating instructions — If professionally installed, the installer should review 
the operating instructions with the owner. Be sure to provide the owner with all 
paperwork that came with the kit.

INSTALLATION CHECKLIST

DAMPING ADJUSTMENT 
1. The dampers in this kit have 30 settings, or “clicks,” of adjustable compression and 

rebound damping characteristics. Damping is changed through the damper rod using 
the supplied adjuster (Figs. 17 & 18) or a 3 mm hex key (not included). 

2. Turn the adjuster clockwise (H), and the damping settings are hardened, reducing 
oscillations and body motion. Turn the adjuster counterclockwise (S), and the 
damping is softened. 

3. Each damper in this kit is preset to “-20 clicks.” This means that the damper is 
adjusted 20 clicks away from full stiff, which starts at 0. Counting up from full stiff 
is the preferred method of keeping track of, or setting, damping. This setting was 
developed on a 2022 Subaru WRX.
