1 Note original ride height measurement from center of 
rear fender arch to ground.

2 Safely lift the truck and support on jack stands.

3 Remove rear wheels.

4 Using the provided cutting template, carefully trim fender 
liner to provide clearance for spring assembly.

Fit Air Spring assemblies to frame: Loosely thread 
the supplied 5/8” bolt into the 1/4 turn nut through the 
front hole in the bracket, insert nut into frame rail hole 
and snug bolt. TIP: Pull upper bracket towards you 
to put pressure on the 1/4 turn nut to keep it from 
spinning until you have approximately 1/16” of play, 
then tighten bolt.

6 Use the supplied 3/8" hardware and frame back strap to 
attach the rear of air spring assembly to frame.

NOTE: Position the upper bracket so that the top ear has 
about 1/4” of clearance to the bed rail for both short and 
long beds. Short bed trucks locate behind the bed rail, while 
long bed trucks locate in front of the bed rail. If necessary, tap 
with a deadblow hammer to finalize positioning.

Check to make sure that air spring assembly fits tightly 
against the frame and torque 3/8” bolts to 31 lb.ft and 
5/8” to 110 lb.ft.

Install lower frame hook as shown (hook should be on the 
outside face of the bracket). Snug the hardware making 
sure that the hook is tight against backside of the frame. 
Torque to 31 lb.ft.

Apply downward force to extend the air springs, then 
mount the lower bracket to the leaf springs using the 
supplied carriage bolts, washers and nuts. Make sure 
that the lower bracket is centered over the U-bolt 
saddle. Torque to 20 lb.ft.

10
Install bump stop spacers onto the axle pad using the 
supplied thread forming bolts and red thread locker. 
Torque to 10 ft.lbs. DO NOT OVERTIGHTEN!

11 Mount inflation valves at desired locationusing a 5/16” 
drill bit.

Route air line from each inflation valve to each air fitting 
tee on both of the air spring assemblies. Avoid hot 
exhaust and sharp edges. Cut air line square and 
free from burrs with air line cutter or razor blade!

13 Final Safety Checks:

• Check for leaks at fittings with soapy water

• Check tire clearance to air spring (more than 1”)

• Verify all fasteners are torqued properly

• Verify at least 10 psi in air springs before driving
