Only qualified mechanics experienced in the installation and removal of suspension
components should perform this installation.

Use of a hoist and screw jack is highly recommended and will substantially reduce
installation time.

Never work on or under a vehicle unless it is properly supported by safety stands and
wheels are blocked.

Never use impact wrenches or impact guns to install or remove shock absorber piston
components, shafts and Piston rod nuts.

All Eibach springs should be installed with the Eibach logo right-side-up.

After Installation, inspect and adjust the following: Wheel Alignment; tire/wheel fender
clearance when using aftermarket wheels or tires; brake line clearance and attachments;
anti-lock-brake system sensors.

Double check to make sure everything
is properly tightened, then road test the
vehicle and retighten if necessary.
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Note: Do NOT go above a spring perch height of 168mm
or else damage to the shock and suspension will occur.
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
