Step 1. Complete stock intake.

Step 2. Remove the two crown nuts @ then lift up on the front of the engine cover and pull straight out
to remove.

Step 3. Unclip the mass air sensor (MAF) @ .

Step 4. Loosen the hose clamp at the throttle body @ .

Step 5. Unplug the OE CCV hose and the vacuum hose @ that’s located in both the front and the rear
of the OE air box.

Step 6. Remove the two screws @ from the OE air box.

spacers and the screws provided to fasten the MAF sensor @ to the aFe intake tube.
Install the two provided couplings and clamps on the aFe intake tube. Do not tighten clamps.

Step 38. Remove one stud from the OE air box and place into the aFe tube.
