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REMOVAL

Refer to Figure A for Step 1
Step 1: Use a T-30 Torx driver to remove the screw®1olding down the engine cover. Remove the oil

cap@and remove the engine cover@ Reinstall the oil cap.
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Refer to Figure B for Step 2
Step 2: If the vehicle is equipped with a sound hose, disconnect it from the bottom of the intake tube@
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REMOVAL

Refer to Figure C for Steps 3-4
Step 3: Disconnect the MAF senso@ and the breather hosfrom the intake tube. Using an 8mm

nut driver, loosen the clamp and remove the PCV hose

Step 4: Use an 8mm nut driver to loosen the stock clamps at the throttle body and the air box.
Remove the stock intake tube.
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Refer to Figure D for Step 5

Step 5: Using a flat blade screwdriver, disengage the wire loom cIip@from the air box. Remove the air
box by pulling up to release air box from its mounting grommets Make sure the mounting
grommets are still in the chassis mounting tabs. If they pulled out and are stuck in the lower half
of the air box, remove them from the air box and insert them back on the chassis mounting tabs.
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Refer to Figure E for Steps 6-7

Step 6: Install the supplied air inlet scoop @ into the aFe air box.
Step 7: Use the provided plug @to close additional air inlet if you want to completely seal the air box.
Best performance gain is obtained by having more air flow (no plug).

Step 8: Slide the aFe filter and clamp into the aFe housing and push it in until it locks into place. Do not
tighten the clamp at this time.

Step 9: Install the housing assembly into the vehicle by pushing down air box pins into the rubber

grommets. Make sure the pins are completely through the mounting grommets.

Step 10: Using a Torx 20 driver, remove the mass air flow sensor @from the upper half of the air box

and install it on the aFe intake tube using the two supplied M4 screws. Do not over tighten.
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Refer to Figure | for Steps 11-12

Step 11: Install the supplied aluminum vent fitting into the aFe intake tube using a 177mm wrench.

Step 12: If the vehicle is equipped with a sound hose, install the supplied rubber grommet @ into the aFe
POWER tube followed by the supplied billet adator . If the vehicle is not equipped with a sound hose, simply
install the suppllied plug into the hose on the aFe POWER tube.

Step 13: Install the supplied silicone coupler @with the smaller supplied T-bolt clamp . The

smallest .D. in the coupler goes on the throttle body. Tighten the clamp at the throttle body.
Place the larger T-bolt cIampon the coupler but do not tighten at this time.
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Refer to Figure K for Step 14

Step 14: Install the aFe intake tube into the silicone coupler first then into the air filter. Tighten all the

clamps.
