Step 3: Unclip the Mass Air Flow (MAF) sensor @ from the tube.

Step 4: Carefully detach the clip @ securing the wiring harness to the OE housing.

Step 5: Using a 10mm nut driver, remove the three bolts @ securing the OE housing in place.

Step 6: Disconnect both Crank Case Vent (CCV) hoses@ from the resonance chamber.
Step 7: Using an 8mm nut driver, loosen the hose clamp@ at the throttle body.

Step 8: At this time, lift up and remove the entire intake assembly.

Step 9: Slide large T-bolt clamp over the aFe housing flange as shown.

Step 10: Clean the inside of the rotomold housing flange and both mating surfaces of the filter flange
(acetone recommended).
