Step 1: Remove engine cover trim@. Removal of the oil cap may be necessary.




Refer to Figure B for Steps 2-5
Step 2: Disconnect the temperature sensor harness%from the factory intake tube.

Step 3: Disconnect the Crank Case Vent (CCV) hose from the engine valve cover.
Step 4: Using an 8mm nut driver, loosen the clamp@ at the throttle body end of the factory tube.
Step 5: Lift and remove the entire intake assembly at this time.

Refer to Figure C for Steps 6-8
Step 6: Pull back the factory rubber trim seal@ to where you can see a green plastic push clip, as
shown in the inset picture.
Step 7: Using panel clip pliers (recommended), carefully remove the trim from the plastic block off plate.
*Take care not to damage these clips as they will be reinstalled.
Setp 8: Remove 2-3 clips on either side of the center.

Step 9: First pull the center of the black plastic push clips up @ as shown.
Step 10: Then carefully remove each push clip.

Step 11: Lift and remove the plastic block off plate.

Step 12: Partially pull the plastic liner up so the wire shown @ can be tucked behind.
Step 13: Tuck the wire below the plastic intake mounting stud as shown in the inset picture.
Step 14: Place the plastic liner back in its original position.

Step 15: Using the provided rubber hose, connect one end to the engine crank case fitting as shown.

Note: It may help to apply a small amount of lubricant on the inside of the rubber hose to slip

over the CCV fitting.

Step 16: Insert the carbon fiber tube into the filter@until there is no gap between them.

Step 17: Slide the reducer hump coupler over the tube as shown , followed by the larger 03-50262
t-bolt clamp.

Step 18: Position the clamp as shown in the photo and tighten the 03-50262 t-bolt clamp at this time.

Step 19: Slide the smaller 03-50265 t-bolt clamp over the coupler @ but do not tighten at this time

Refer to Figure H for Step 20

Step 20: Insert the tube/filter assembly into the housing @ as shown. Press until you feel or hear all six
(6) of the tabs seat themselves in the housing. Gently pull on the tube to verify filter is properly
seated.

Step 21: Remove 2 of the 3 grommets from the bottom of the factory housing and insert in the bottom of
the aFe POWER carbon fiber housing @ as shown above.
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Refer to Figure J for Steps 22-26

Step 22: While holding the intake assembily; first slide the coupling over the throttle body, then compress
the silicone coupling and lower the intake onto the factory mounting locations. Press down
firmly to securely seat the housing.

Step 23: Attach the other end of the CCV hose to the aFe POWER tube @ .

Step 24: Insert the factory temp sensor into the fitting and secure by turning clockwise.@

Step 25: Re-connect the temperature sensor wiring harness.

Step 26: Re-install rubber trim seal into the factory locations and onto the aFe POWER housing .

Refer to Figure K for Steps 27-29

Step 27: Align tube where there are no gaps and tighten all clamps.

NOTE: Notice the cutout on the bottom of the intake tube. On some vehicles, the AC line may
need to be moved to give more clearance under the tube and fit in this area. Do this
by gently moving the line left or right through its mounting bushing @

Step 28: Reinstall engine cover trim.
Step 29: Place the aFe POWER Black Series Emblem in any desired location. Your installation is now

complete. Thank you for choosing aFe POWER!

NOTE: Check all bolts, clamps, and connections after 100-200 miles.
