Step 2: Remove the three 10 mm bolts around the stock housing

Step 3: For vehicles with a vacuum pump, unscrew the vacuum pump from the stock housing, located
beside the intake tube

For vehicles with a tempeérature sensor, disconnect the sensor from the stock intake tube
(Figure 1).
For vehicles with vacuum hose, remove.the hose from the stock intake tube

Step 4: Loosen the clamp at the throttle body@ and remove the crankcase hose

Step 5: Carefully detach any hose lines attached to the airbox, then remove the intake from the vehicle.
