remove the cowl.
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Step 3: On the driver side of the vehicle, use a 13mm socket and driver to remove the larger screw@

securing the factory intake brace.

Step 4: Using a 10mm socket and driver, remove the smaller screw securing the factory intake brace@as
well as the screw@securing the factory intake to the core support in the front of the vehicle. Remove
the single nut@on the back side of the intake brace using a 10mm socket and driver.

Step 5: Using an 8mm socket and driver, loosen the clamp@at the factory air intake tube.

Remove
the single nut @ on the front side of the intake brace using a 10mm socket and driver.

Step 8: Carefully lift the factory air intake out of the vehicle leaving the intake tube in the vehicle.
