Step 13: Install the furnished coupling and clamps on small end of the aFe intake tube. Do not tighten
clamps at this time.

NOTE: Check all bolts, clamps, and connectors after 200 miles.
Place enclosed CARB EO sticker on a smooth, clean surface on or near the intake system.
