Refer to Figure A for Steps 1-2

Step 1: Using a 10mm socket and driver, remove the (3) screws @securing the OE intake to the vehicle.
Step 2: Using an 8mm nut driver, loosen the two clamps @on the intake tube.

Refer to Figure B for Steps 3-5

Step 3: Disconnect the two vent lines that are connected to the vacuum generator @ by pushing on the
grey clips and sliding the tubes off the fittings.

Step 4: Disconnect the Intake Air Temperature (IAT) sensor @ .

Step 5: Remove the attaching clip for the IAT sensor harness @ and move the harness out of the way for
now.

Step 6: Remove the OE intake tube from the vehicle.
Step 7: Remove the OE housing from the vehicle by lifting straight upward. If the rubber grommets pop off
with the housing, then remove them from the housing and place them back into the holes in the mounting

bracket.
Step 8: If the attaching clip on the IAT sensor harness is bent out of shape, then repair it so that it looks like

the clip shown in the small photo.

Step 9: Remove the metal sleeves and rubber grommets @ from the OE intake tube and reinstall them into
the aFe intake tube as shown.

Step 10: Using a 9/16” wrench or adjustable wrench, install the supplied brass barbed fitting @ into the
aFe intake tube.

Step 11: Attach the new silicone hose to the barbed fitting and the plastic CCV fitting @ as shown. Secure
the CCV fitting with the provided push clip @

Step 12: Install the grommet and temp sensor adaptor into the hole on the front of the intake tube.
Make sure that the bead on the adaptor is positioned correctly in the grommet so that it cannot pop out
during use.

Step 13: Carefully remove the IAT sensor @ from the OE intake tube by lifting it up slightly on the plastic
tab and rotating the sensor 1/4 turn counterclockwise.

Step 14: Reinstall the IAT sensor into the temp sensor adaptor on the aFe intake tube and make sure to lock
it into position by rotating it clockwise until the small tab clicks into place.

Step 15: Remove the metal sleeve and rubber grommet @ from the OE intake housing and reinstall them

into the aFe intake housing as shown.

Step 16: Slide the filter into the aFe housing and secure it in place by tightening all four screws.

Step 17: Install the aFe housing and filter assembly into the vehicle by lining up the pegs into the grommets
and then pressing down firmly to lock them into place. Use one of the screws removed in Step 1 to

secure the housing to the fender.

Step 18: Install the smaller silicone coupler @ and two clamps over the turbo inlet adaptor and place the
larger silicone coupler @ with its two clamps over the filter flange prior to installing the tube into the
vehicle.

Step 19: Insert the tube into the coupler near the filter and then rotate the other end of the tube so that is
slides into the coupler near the turbo inlet adaptor.

Step 20: Reconnect the IAT sensor harness to the IAT sensor @and secure the push clip on the harness
into the hole on the tube.

Step 21: Using the remaining (2) screws @ removed in Step 1, secure the intake tube to the core support.
