them then lifting them up. Remove the scoop from the factory airbox and engine bay.

Step 2: Disconnect the harness from the Mass Air Flow (MAF) sensor and unclip the factory MAF harness
from the factory airbox.

Step 3: Using a 10mm nut driver, loosen the factory intake tube clamp.

Step 4: Lift the factory air intake assembly from the vehicle by firmly pulling on it to get the grommets out of
the mounts.
